Our history and collection is from 4RAR, 2/4RAR, and 4RAR (Cdo).

We also have a good collection of books and pamphlets which can’t be displayed at present tell we become more financial to buy a lock up glass front bookcase.

We have some unique and rare reading material.

There are plenty maps which have to get scanned.

Over the next 5 years we hope to scan all our documents on DVD.

We are waiting for the 32 gb disk to be released in Australia so we can record our stock pile of paperwork.

We survive on grants and donations. Our money raiser at present is the sale of the DVD and the Dog tags. So I hope ex members reconsider buy at least one of the items To support your Museum.
The DVD will only be available in small lots tell we get the orders in,

Same with dog tags will only be made when ordered.

If you think you have something to donate to museum remember we only take items that are given to the museum, Policy is we take nothing on loan.
Only a couple of weeks ago I had a phone call late at night informing me he had just had a clean up ad emptied his Army trunk and was going to put it in the street for the council clean up and happy  ending ,He is now going to bring it to  the museum from W.A.

So please before you consider throwing out some old military item and you think its insignificant STOP maybe that’s what we don’t have.

At present I am looking for bayonets, brass Skippy RAR Badges, clasp knife, Army watches working and not working.
